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Public Finance Management Reforms such as: 
promoting transparency in domestic revenue 
mobilization; improving citizens’ voice and 
inclusion in resource allocation and management; 
strong and efficient audit systems and 
management of revenues from extractives, are 
fundamental in promoting inclusive economic 
growth, sustainable increased incomes, 
reduced inequality, efficiency and effectiveness 
in the management of national revenues. The 
CSBAG team actively participated in the World 
Bank/IMF 2017 Spring Meeting in Washington. 
While there, CSBAG organized a session on 
Prudent Public Finance Management Practices 
that can deliver for citizens held in the IMF HQ2-
03b-838b IMF building at which a number of 
proposals in the areas of inequality, domestic 
revenue mobilization and citizen’s participation 
were generated. These are shaping our policy 

Case story 1: 
CSO Contribution in Prudent Public Finance 
Management gets international Recognition

engagements, especially at the national level.

While there, CSOs from Africa organized a 
meeting with the IMF team and a number of 
issues especially in Public Finance Management 
around African countries were discussed. As 
follow up, IMF organized a high-level meeting 
back in Uganda where a CSO position paper 
was presented. This was a valuable opportunity 
for CSOs to provide information and influence 
policy decisions indirectly.

The event equally provided the team a chance 
to network globally with other policy makers 
which is key to sharing experience that further 
enriches our advocacy work both at national 
and local levels.
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Case story 2: 
Domestic Revenue Enhancement Plan 

in Kibaale District

Local governments are challenged by various 
concerns including insufficient capacity to 
generate and manage more revenues; legal 
handicaps that undermine their autonomy 
including Presidential pronouncements that 
abolished Graduated Tax. Another critical 
handicap faced by local governments is the 
proliferation of new local governments without 
allocating the relevant resources to cater for 
them.

CSBAG has since April 2016 worked with CSOs 
and local governments on issues of improving 
financing the LGs. Parts of the joint initiatives 
have been the analysis of Government Tax Bills 
to generate alternatives; and joint discussions 
and debate on improving LG financing. This has 
strengthened the capacity of CSOs and also 
enabled some of the LGs to appreciate the gaps 
they have to be able to better address these 
challenges.

This work has yielded results, especially at the 
local government level. In a discussion with the 
District Planner of Kibaale in June 2017, CSBAG 
was informed that during these engagements, 
he challenged the district to have strategy on 
local revenue enhancement and he was proud 
to report that Kibaale District developed a Local 
Revenue Enhancement Plan which includes a 
number of strategies aimed at improving local 
revenue collection. Some of these include, 
“For example in this plan we estimate to collect 
UGX 28m per year from truck loading fees for 
granite from any surface quarrying company in 
the district”. The Kibaale District Planner, Mr. 
George Tusabomwe stated:

“There was support from CSBAG, when they 
trained us in local revenue enhancement, this 
helped us participate in a number of fora, for 
capacity building and the knowledge gained, 
helped in the drafting of the local revenue 
enhancement plan for F/Y 2017/2018 in 
February 2017, which was approved in April 
2017”. 

He further explained, “Other measures in this 
strategy include the resolution that, starting 
with financial year July 2017/2018, a daily 
charge of 100,000 to any party who will use the 
district council hall will be  introduced

The district’s plan was approved in April 2017 and 
is now in operation. This is a good development 
geared towards improving the legal framework 
on local government financing. CSBAG shall 
monitor its implementation together with the 
Kibaale district.Mr. Tusabomwe George, Kibaale District Planner interacting with

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Sec 13 (13) of the Public Finance Management 
Act 2015 requires the Minister responsible for 
submitting to parliament a Ministerial Policy 
Statement for the proceeding FY. According 
to Rule 134 (2), each sectoral committee of 
Parliament is required to consider, discuss and 
review the indicative allocations committed 
under Rule 134 (1). The sectoral committees are 
space for CSOs to interrogate the allocations 
and provide alternative proposals to the budget. 

In the period under review, CSBAG submitted 
91 proposals1 to eleven sectoral committees; 
and of these, we are glad to report that 52% 
were adopted by all the sectoral committees 
to which we made a presentation, including the 
Budget Committee. Earlier on, in relation to the 
assessment of our NBFP engagement for FY 
2017/18 in the last quarter, 73 proposals were 
submitted and 62% were adopted.  Therefore, 
the ability to transmit a 52% adoption rate for the 
MPS stage goes to highlight the effectiveness of 
our engagement at the approval stage of the 
budget.

Case story 3: 
Increased Response To Citizens Demands 

at Budget Approval

“CSBAG has played a big role during the 
budget analysis by creating awareness among 
members of Parliament. They are doing a great 
job though most of the times, they want us to 
adopt whatever they propose but generally, we 
agree with what they say….”(Hon.  Jacob Opolot, 
Deputy Chairperson, Education Committee)
Some of the critical recommendations that 
were adopted in the education sector included: 
“MoES should co-fund the Menstrual Hygiene 
Management (MHM) project in the gender 
unit which is equipping senior women teachers 
to train adolescent girls in making re-usable 
pads out of readily available material in their 
respective communities”.

This shows that when citizens’ views are 
increasingly adopted by Parliament, it is the 
right step towards having a people-centred 
budget that dignifies humanity. CSBAG 
therefore pledges to continue making practical 
recommendations that can be implemented. It 
will also track these recommendations in the 
revised budgets of the responsible MDAs in 
order to tease out the wins.
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Case story 4: 
Enhanced Community Member’s Capacity to Influence 

Policy Issues in Their Communities.

One of the strategic objectives of CSBAG is to 
influence key policy issues at national and sub 
national levels along a pro-citizen direction and 
this has been one of the achievements attained 
as a result of the PBC engagements with duty 
bearers in Kibaale district.

Oftentimes, policies are formulated at higher 
level and communicated to citizens for 
adherence; hence providing little or no space 
for community involvement, which at times 
leaves gaps that result into implementation 
loopholes. For instance, despite the existence 
of the Universal Primary Education (UPE) 
programme, many school-going-age children in 
Kibaale were not in school due to lack parental 
support and enforcement. Citizens thus 
required an affirmative policy to be formulated. 
For instance, Nyamaarwa Sub County during 
an interface meeting drafted an ordinance 
which made it illegal for any school-going-age 
child to be at found at home during school 
time. The ordinance provides for the head of 
household and the child to receive punishment. 
This ordinance is currently pending approval by 
the Kibaale District Council.

Furthermore, in Bwamiramira Sub County, the 
ordinance formulated during PBC engagement 
with duty bearers in April was approved in May 
2017 and is in operation and has resulted into 
the ongoing construction of a three-classroom 
semi-permanent structure at Kigaaza P/S to 
complement the four classes constructed by 
the district at the P.7-level school. 

At Kituti Parents School, PBCs called for attention 
of the Chairperson LC 5, district councillors, 
chairperson LC 3, parish councillors, SMC and 
PTA executive who made the Chairperson of the 
school Management Committee resign from 
office which he had serviced for 10 years. During 
monitoring in April 2014, PBC were happy to 
find out that he had resigned officially and a new 
SMC chairperson was in place. At the same time, 
construction of a two-classroom block that had 
stalled because of the chairperson was ready 
for roofing. It is believed that the construction 
will better the learning environment for pupils 
and contribute to the improvement in the 
school’s performance. This success illustrates 
the citizens’ voice against corruption in service 
delivery centres.
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CHALLENGES

Securing space at Parliament: CSBAG 
continued to manage the relationship with 
Parliament in a strategic way to achieve long-
term collaboration and impact. We invited MPs 
outside Parliament’s confines; we also worked 
with Parliamentary forums, as well as fronting our 
members to secure appointments at Parliament 
which we had been denied. 

Access to timely information: This period has 
been challenging for us to access the budget 
information for our engagement on the Ministerial 
Policy Statements. MDAs submitted these late 
to Parliament and yet the time for Parliament 
to scrutinize them was limited. CSBAG through 
its allies within various sectors eventually 
received soft copies of these documents to 
enable its membership to do timely analysis of 
the statements. The budget cycle’s timelines 
between review of the NBFP and review of the 
MPS have continued to challenge us. Now we 
have started discussions with MFPED on possible 
amendment of the budget cycle within the PFMA, 
2015.

Limited access to scrutinize and input 
into Parliament Budget: During the review of 
Sector MPS by Parliament for FY 2017/18, the 
Parliamentary Commission kept their budget out 
of the public eye and that is why very interesting 
expenditure plans can easily be budgeted for and 
approved without stakeholder scrutiny. 
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•	 From our media impact assessment it became clear that 
disseminating self-interpreting messages could be a quick win for 
the start, which can enable us to bring on board the least member 
of the social-economic strata quickly.

•	 Identification of sub-national partners to work with increased 
ownership and sustainability of citizens’ engagement on budgets. 
For effective engagement on Public Finance Management, there is 
need to identify the key stakeholders at the sub-national level and 
build their capacity to engage on the district and sub county level. 
We have learnt that when the CSOs at the sub-national level are 
mobilized and organized in groups, they can effectively increase 
citizens’ participation in the budget process. 

LESSONS LEARNT 

 Just identifying issues and discussing them during community 
meetings is not enough. Past experiences have shown that 
many service delivery issues to do with education in Kibaale, 
for example, have been identified and even forwarded to the 
duty bearers but little has been done. It is important to develop 
a concrete follow-up strategy for each issue identified and 
discussed during dialogue and interface meetings.

Follow-ups critical for effective Duty 
bearer response to citizens’ concerns: 
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WAY FORWARD
1.	 Strengthening RBC engagement in budget process: CSBAG has 

developed its 2018/19 advocacy roadmap to be launched. Specifically, 
the next period coincides with the FY 2018/19 budget preparation 
stage, Annual Sector Reviews; and CSBAG has prepared to mobilize 
CSOs around the country through the RBC structure to engage this 
process. We are more prepared this time around to enhance on CSO 
representation especially in the LG workshops where we have been 
accused of under-representation.

2.	 Law reform opportunities: There are opportunities that we intend 
to take advantage of and these include: the looming PFMA; the 2015 
amendment and the Constitutional amendment. In addition, CSBAG 
has been requested to partner with Ministry of Finance, Planning and 
Economy Development to assess the PBB to inform some policy 
reforms in this planning and budgeting framework.

4.	 Institutional Development: CSBAG will  accomplish the following 
targets under institutional development that have been carried over 
into the next reporting period:

•	 Finalizing and Registration of the CSBAG Constitution 
•	 Review and approval of four draft institutional policies

5.	 Monitoring and Evaluation: We plan to update our M&E System. 
This will require reviewing our M&E tools and onward automation. 
CSBAG will document two projects that are due to end this year. 
Furthermore, we shall also document the impact/relevance of the 
RBC approach to enable us learn from our Year 1 and improve our 
future engagement of the various CSOs.
